A love that is far greater, than any love that man has ever
known.

The only nature and character you can ever truly know, is the
one that is within you. You can’t truly know the nature and
character within anyone else, until you overcome your self and
are free of every spot of pride and thoughts that have their
Source In Negativity (sin), and the shadow of doubt, for these
are what cause our eye to be darkened and what we see in others,
is overshadowed by the reflection of what is in us.

We are told that the kingdom of God is within us and to “put
on” the mind of Christ, which means that we are not to have
a mind that is ruled and governed by the survival instinct of
